New to the Amateur Radio Instructors world this year are new tools available. Previously there were Power Point presentations developed for the use by instructors to train prospective new amateur radio operators.  The format followed in the past followed the NCVEC Question Pool committee format of T1-T0.   The groupings of the questions leaves a lot to be desired in the way of having each sub-element more specific with regards to content.  

This year there are two formats for instructors to choose from in their training.  The same T1-T0 format with the ten sub-elements is available and is in the folder T1-T0.  The new and exciting format with different groupings produced by Gordon West is now available and is in the folder named W5YI. This format goes through the entire question pool and groups the questions in a more specific manner.  

In the two folders: T1-T0 and W5YI, there are two files, one each PPT and PPS and one folder. The folder contains sets of PPT’s and PPS’s for each format.  20 (ten of each) in the T1-T0 format and 40 (20 of each) in the W5YI format.
Each folder has the word singles in the name. This indicates that there are single presentations for the different formats incorporated in these presentations.  In the T1-T0 format there are ten sub-elements and therefore ten presentations like in the past.  In the W5YI format there are twenty groups and this necessitated twenty presentations.  So in the singles folders the T1-T0 format there are ten presentations and in the W5YI format there are twenty presentations.  In each folder there are also equal number of files that are Slide Shows.  Both formats all cover all of the 384 questions from the question pool.
The Power Point presentations are indentical in this manner: The Info&QA’s slides contain the Info and QA’s files back to back.  This is the format being used no matter which set of files you use for your training.  

If you had some reservations about the layout of the NCVEC order of questions, take a look at the W5YI format to see if this meets your needs better.

In addition to the Power Point Presentations in the folders listed above, there are also Power Point Slide Shows in the folders with the presentations.  Presentations have the extension PPT and the Slide Shows have the extension of PPS.  Some systems will exhibit formatting problems due to video drivers and testing has shown the Slide Shows do not depend on the video drivers of computers.  The difference is that the Slide Shows run and can not be edited.
