There are three files in the T1-T0 folder.
There is one Power Point presentation and one Power Point slide show.  There is one folder. All created with Microsoft Office 2003.

The two Power Point files:  three numbers associated with each file; first number indicates the number of slides with information on them; second number indicates number of slides for questions and answers’ third number indicates total slides.

Information slides contain the presentations themselves.  These ‘info’ slides are the meat of information needed to present the materials.  Instructors should familiarize themselves with the slides so they can do more than just read the bulleted items. Discussion for each bullet item by the instructor will enhance the materials on the slides.

The question and answers are one per slide.  The question is listed at the top of the slide. There are multiple choice answers on the bottom part of the slide.  Next mouse click will show the correct answer changing color and spinning 360 degress.

The first presentation in the T1-T0 is about FCC Rules, descriptions and definitions for the amateur radio service. There are 32 slides for “information” in this sub-element. Two are part of the opening and this is the same for all ten sub-elements. There is an opening slide followed by a slide showing the sub-elements.  So the T1A-T1F has 30 slides of actual info for this sub-element. 
The (singles) folders contain twenty files, one for each sub-element in Power Point presentation mode for a total of ten and ten files for the Power Point Slide Shows.  

These files are considered in the public domain and are for your use free of charge and all we expect is that you do not package them in a different manner and sell them.  Each of the ten sub-elements opening slide has room on the right side for the group presenting the training to place their specific information and dates if desired.  This editing can only be done on the PPT files as the PPS files are self running. If you need the PPS files and desire to put your organization information on the first slide, edit the PPT file and save as a PPS file when done editing.
Suggest the specific projector being used with the specific computer be tested before your first class.  There have been tests of these files using various laptops. Wide screens and the older square screen. It’s also been tested on a 42” wide LCD TV/Monitor.  Microsoft Office 2003 was used in the development. Tests with Office 2007 on the same mentioned screens has been successful to the developers satisfaction. There is one catch so far. Open Office does not like the transition times of the custom animation on all computers that were used for testing.  So if you’re using Open Office the suggestion is to make sure you really test before the first class to see what happens.  Should you have formatting problems displaying then use the PPS files which are Slide Shows.
Some testing across the country has resulted in some comments about formatting not being perfect.  This is usually due to the specific computer and monitor and projector being used.  With this in mind, that is the reason for the PPS files. These files do not need to be run in Power Point.  The Microsoft reader will permit use of these files and testing has shown no formatting problems.  You can’t edit the PPS files as you can the PPT files.  You can however change the extension on the files and work accordingly if you have Microsoft Power Point at your disposal.  Remember these were done using Office 2003 and the file names have PPT and PPS as their extensions. Should you use a later version you will notice the PPT and PPS change to PPTS and PPSX.
